for money. Please forgive us and understand that we continue to exist as-prabin501(c)3

organization because of you, our contributors. We receive under $3000 a year from governmenll

entities (City of Lumberton and Robeson County). Everything else comes from the many individ
uds, civic clubs and businesses that support our efforts on behalf of animals and adoption fees.

Our fixed expense’ salaries and utiliti€és average $6000 per month, more in the summer when
the weather is so hot. Our employees and volunteers strive to make every penny count, using

every method possible to conserve energy and cut expenses while
keeping our dogs and cats comfortable within the temperature limits
pro- scribed by law.

In addi- tion, our expenses for veterinary care (exams, treatment, vac-
cines, etc.) and supplies can easily run over $7000 per month. This
amount includes our costs for the NC lovezost spay/neuter program

that we administer for qualified applicants. We are normally reimbursed
each guarter by the State of North Carolina for this lowost pro-

gram, but it is never guaranteed. The vet expenses also include spaying/neutering and all treat
ment/shots/vaccines for our shelter animals. Many of our shelter animals arrive with previously
undetected/untreated medical issues which we must take care of prior to adoption.

We have the normal maintenance costs (usually under $5C~ - month) for
our grounds and aging building. But we also have a leaky that needs
to be replaced and termite damage that needs to be ad- dressed.

And the list goes on.

Please know that we strive to operate as efficiently as pos: Q ble. Adop-
tion fees cover very little of the total cost of providing a ten s porary shel-
ter for adoptable cats and dogs. And that is where our volun- teers and

contributors come iri we rely on the compassion and generosity of so many individuals, civic
clubs, church groups and businesses. Thank you from the bottom of our hearts!!
